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Duties

Some of the duties that are required in this type of job are, work with staff member to ensure a smooth running day to day operation. Supervise and engage in the activities of a group of children that you are responsible for. Positively interact with all children and staff members. Create a daily routine for the children. Participate in supervising indoor/outdoor environments to provide safety for the children. Have a clean and healthy environment. This means everyday cleaning as a part of your duties. As requested attend parent/staff meetings usually after work hours. Treat all clients and their families, staff, volunteers, colleagues and members fairly and with respect. Do not exploit any relationship that could be construed as a conflict of interest or as emotional, physical or sexual abuse. These are some of the duties that are part of a child care worker. These rules must be followed and obeyed. 
Skills / experience / education

Some of the skills that need to be followed as well are creativity, adaptability, collaboration, and positive thinking. Some of the experience and/or education is needed for this type of child care job. Education, social work, childcare and early years, but there are many other professions where once qualified, it is possible to specialize in working with or for children, rather than adults - e.g. pediatrician; family lawyer; counselor; child psychologist; children's nurse; children's librarian.  There are also many volunteering opportunities.
Personality traits
Personality traits are something you need or have. As a child care worker, some of the personality traits needed is, Responsible, Supportive, Caring attitude, Respectful towards patients, Sensitive, Patient, Understanding, Flexibility, Encouraging

level of pay / benefits
Working with children that need special care doesn’t have many benefits. It’s just like a normal job. Get paid the same, treated the same and so on. Nationally, child care workers' mean hourly wage is $8.32 hourly. It doesn’t seem like much, but that’s how much they make roughly.

Also you can volunteer for this type of job and if you like it or think you will have a career in this, put in a resume for it. Also you can babysit and other things that involve working with kids because it’s a good start to this job.
